They offer 3-
year scholarships at 80% tuition. The family’s
adjusted gross annual income must be below
$50,000. Deadline for application is May 31%. All
qualified residents of Pennsylvania are invited to

CEO America is also offering $2,000 private
scholarships for children who go from public to
private school. It is called the “Little Egg Easter
Lottery.” 50 winners will be selected by lottery
Easter Monday. Again, the family’s annual income
must be below $50,000.
